Our new Gardening Society, who meet after school on a Thursday, have been 
making colourful hanging baskets to decorate the walls around the grounds of 
the school.  They learn about aspects of garden design, planting, maintenance 
and theory as well as practical planting.  In one sense, we have created a mini 
society based on the principles of the Royal Horticultural Society. 

In creating hanging baskets they have used Pansies, Daffodils and Hyacinths in 
shades of blue, yellow and white.  Taps are being installed in the playgrounds  
so the children can also remember to water their wonderful creations.  They will 
be making 27 hanging baskets in total - we look forward to seasonal updates. 

Thanks go to Mrs Madden who leads us (herself a qualified garden designer and  
RHS certified) has designed a beautiful garden courtyard for the old nature area 
and also a lovely English Country Garden for the front of the school. This extra 
space, as well as being pleasing to look at, will provide additional play space for 
the children later in the year during the building of the new refectory when half 
of the Amberley Rd playground will temporarily be out of use.
